Manual washing and cleaning animal houses with a high pressure cleaner can be the worst, 
dirtiest and most unpleasant work in the agriculture sector. It is wet, heavy and filthy without 
any aid or personal protection. This is the working environment for a lot of the staff working 
in the pig sector. 
The air is probably the worst, during an ordinary cleaning day with a high pressure cleaner the 
staff will be exposed to mites, fungal spores, different types of bacteria and nitrogen 
compounds. Following a day of cleaning in such conditions cleaning staff often witness 
symptoms such as breathing difficulty, colds, nausea, fever and inflammation in the eyes. Due 
to the noise from the high pressure hearing impairment is also a very common symptom 
amongst the washing staff.

The robot is programmed through a joystick that steers the movements of the robot and 
simultaneously stores the movements in the robot’s computer. The programming of each 
different pen type is done just once, meaning that the robot repeat the programmed movement 
pattern for each similar box. A cleaning program for the entire department section is put 
together and stored in the robot’s computer. 
 

In most cases, the robot works from the aisle and it is controlled by a computer. The 
telescopic cleaning arm can be moved over three levels and the slanted spray nozzle can turn 
360 degrees. With an effective working range of up to 5,80 meter the robot can reach most 
spots in a pen and when one pen has been cleaned, the robot moves automatically down the  
 
 



                                                            
 

aisle to a marker at the next pen. The new starting position is then reached and the robot will 
start the cleaning program for this pen. This procedure is then repeated all the way along the 
aisle until the section has been cleaned.  
 

Experience shows that the Clever Cleaner will do about 80-85% of the manual cleaning and 
the rest is very easy to do manually.  
 

The robot has been designed to clean for up to 48 hours non-stop without recharging. 
 

Besides wage reduction savings the robot also provide benefits like a much improved working 
environment, healthier staff and opportunities for increased efficiency in production. The 
hygiene in the animal house is clearly seen as an important factor of growth in the animal 
production and employees will also benefit from a improved working environment.
